DIRECTOR BIO

Rick May has been working in the animation industry for more than 18 years. The vast
majority of that time has been spent in both the Los Angeles and San Franasco are
working in a variety of roles including technical director, character @ioimanimation
supervisor and director.

Born and raised in St. Louis, May left for Los Angeles in the early 90's to work lerhig
profile projects. Throughout those years, he had contributed to more than 40
commercials, several feature films, and a couple of special venue shortréathan a

dozen studios. In 1998, he moved to San Francisco to act as the Animation Supervisor on
a CG film that never got off the ground. Instead of moving back to LA, May stayed i
Northern California and formed “Toonstruck” - a small studio of his own. This company
took on outsource work from other facilities as an animation studio to other animation
studios.

Rick May continues to live in the San Francisco area with his wife Tara.

Within three days | had broken down the shots
and had begun development.
